LOGLINE

An exhausted biker finds shelter by a bonfire in the 
desert, where he recalls his girlfriend’s murder to Native 

American host.



SYNOPSIS

Late at night, a biker arrives at the home of a mysterious 
Native American man. He begins to tell how the news of 

his girlfriend’s pregnancy led to a fight that destroyed 
their happiness. Consumed by guilt, he dives deep into his 

memories, trying to understand whether things could 
have turned out differently.



The film unfolds as a confession, structured as a personal journey into the 
hero’s own memory. This narrative form draws the viewer into the story. 

The ending turns everything upside down, forcing the audience to 
reconsider what they’ve just seen.



Main character

Frank

Frank a 30-year-old biker working as a 
mechanic. He’s happy in his 
relationship and dreams of a family, 
but feels unprepared for fatherhood 
because of financial troubles. When he 
finds out his girlfriend is pregnant, he 
insists on an abortion. The argument 
that follows ends their relationship for 
good. Frank realizes he was wrong, but 
it’s too late. Now he’s tormented by 
guilt over the happiness he destroyed.



Girlfriend

Has been working in social services 
for five years. She tried to protect a 

Native American reservation from acts 
of violence against Indigenous people 

but was killed.

The Native American represents 
Frank’s sense of guilt. He helps reveal 

the story’s emotional depth and draws 
the audience deeper into the film’s 

atmosphere.

Ezhno (the one who lives alone)



Context
The Cherokee have an old parable about 

two wolves — a black one and a white one. 
These wolves live inside every person and 

are constantly fighting each other. The 
black wolf symbolizes anger, envy, greed, 

fear, resentment, and selfishness. The white 
wolf represents kindness, joy, love, 

compassion, honesty, and hope. Their 
struggle reflects the inner conflict within 
human nature. It shows that in each of us 

there is both light and darkness. The 
parable teaches that a person is never only 

good or only bad, but is always searching 
for balance between these forces.





RELEVANCE

People tend to divide themselves and others 
into “good” and “bad,” “kind” and “evil.” It’s 

easier to think in black-and-white terms than 
to accept that contradictions exist within each 

of us.



PROBLEM

Many people don’t know this parable 
or misunderstand it. Because of that, 
they often misinterpret themselves, 

their actions, and the actions of 
others.



MISSION

We want to help people who carry unresolved guilt learn to 
let it go.



GOAL
We aim to help people better 
understand themselves and 

resist the urge to label 
themselves too quickly.



THEME
The theme of loss, regret, and the impossibility of 

undoing the past is timeless and universal. A deeply 
personal story resonates with anyone who has ever 

faced the pain of their own mistakes. Through his 
private drama, the protagonist embarks on a journey 

toward self-awareness—one that any viewer can 
relate to, regardless of culture.



The film also addresses prejudice against Native 
Americans. Many unfairly believe they are dependent on 

harmful habits, lack ambition, live on government aid, 
and are unwilling to work. Reducing a person to a social 
or racial stereotype is racism. We seek to challenge and 

dismantle these biases that persist around the world.



Key Questions Raised by the Film

How can one forgive oneself?

The film explores the journey the protagonist 
must take in order to move on with his life.

What happens if you do nothing about your guilt?

The film shows where that path can lead.



Intended Impact

We believe this film will help those living with guilt. It shows how to forgive 
oneself, cope with the loss of a loved one, process trauma, and begin to live 

again.



Emotional Core of the Film

The emotional core is the guilt one feels after losing 
someone close. The film guides the viewer through the 

stages of grief and acceptance, helping them see a 
reflection of themselves.
